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At Saxon Way we use the Read Write Inc (RWI)
programme to get children off to a flying start with
reading. This leaflet is designed to offer information
about how you can help with your child’s reading.

R is a phonic based approach to teaching reading.
It inwolves chidren leaming to read sounds and how
tz blend them together to read words.

RWI is a successful reading programme that enables
ewery child to become a confident and fluent reader
at the fist attlempt 1t asms to teach all chidren to
read at a pace that they are comfortalble with.

The children leam 44 sounds (speed scunds). These
are the lefter sounds and not letter names. The
speed sounds are divided inte small groups. Once
your child has leamt all of the sounds in one group.
they can mowe on to sownd biendimg the letters in
that group to read wonds.

The speed sound groups:
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For example, once youwr child has leamt o read the
first § sounds: m a s d t they can then start to read
words that include these sounds such as mat, sat,
sad, mad, at etc_

Fred Talk involves reading the sounds within a word
